CODE OF ETHICS

The James Buchanan Foundation is a public trust.  It carries out its services and activities in the interest of the public.  All members of the Board of Directors, employees, and volunteers are expected to understand and to support both the service-oriented nature of the Foundation and the standards of accountability to which it adheres.

Activities which constitute a conflict of interest or even the suggestion of a conflict of interest will not be tolerated.  No individual associated with the Foundation, whether paid or volunteer, may use his or her position or association for personal gain or to benefit another at the expense of the Foundation or the public it serves.

All individuals associated with the Foundation are expected to support the organization’s collections policies.  While associated with the Foundation, all individuals are expected to limit their personal collecting so that their activities are not in conflict with the Foundation’s collecting interests.
